Division Four of the Christian Metrzper Family is a matriarchal lineage. From
the beginning, NANCY METZGER, its HEAD, was an attractive, alert chiid. BShort and
stocky, with wide open grey eyes, she was s match for any of her six brothers.
Much of her rermarkmble caresr is told only in the 30 pages of history c¢oncerning
her parents, Frederiok and Amnna, pages 87-117, in the HISTORY of CHRISTIAN METZGER,
FOUNDER of an AMERICAN FAMILY,

To begin with, what other 1little girl of four years during the presidency of
the Father of our Country, George Washington, enjoyed the honor of his presenoce in
her father's house and his attention to herself ms he laid his hand on her head, in
departing, and said, "Sei ein gutes Kindl" (Be a good girl). What self-assuranoe
and poise this would gIve To any Iittle girll

ot one telling incident was missed by this intelligent ten-year-old while her
family was making the slow but interesting journey from the Lehigh Kiver Valley
south to Lancaster town and York, and then on the Lancaster Turnpike over the many
renges end uplends of the Appalachians to her future home in Westmoreleand County.
During this journey, she was able to attend some "Great Meeting" at which the
famous Philip William Otterbein was the eloquent preacher. At this point in her
life, she received the indelible impress of his teachings on her life.

When the "traveling missionary™, Bishop Newcomer, visited Westmoreland County's
settlaments and especially held meetings in her father and mother's house, no doubt
NANCY, both before and after her marrisge, was assistant hostess to her mother.

Such early experiences develop the assurance, the inaight, the foresight and
lesdership of a matriarch. Added to her megnetio, alert personality, they made a
great woman whose rich memories, re-told, are basic facts underlying our Family
History; which faets, otherwise, Wight.have been utterly lost in the mad rush of
the next generatlon moving "out West".

On her sixteenth birthday, December 2, 1806, Nancy wed an enterpriaing young
man, JACOB WEIBLE. Already, at the age of 24, he had crossed the Atlantic from
Switzerland. He had not stopped in the great oity of Philadelphia (then like the
luxurious oities he had left behind) but had gone on to the frontier looking for
opportunity. And with his young and spirited wife, he pushed still farther into
newer territory to what is mow Tuscarawas County, the most beautiful and most his-
toric spot in Ohio., Here this pair established themselves and helped build a Hew
Philedelphia.

Ten of their children became Heads of Amsrican Families. When his youngest
son had now arrived at the stable ege of 30, and Jacob Weible, himself, had passed
the proverbial three scors end ten, he gave way to an innate desire to once again
look for new opportunity, this time beyond the Miasissippi. In 1856 or about that
time, he visited St. Louis, then the booming point of departure for the Hocky
Mountains. In this seething center of transient men he contraoted small pex, and
died before he could notify his family of his conditiop. This was his traglic end.

But his sons end daughters carried on westward in his stead. By stages, in
the next 20 years, they had reached the Pacific Coast, and many places in the Mid-
west Great Plains, beyond the Miseissippl.

Before prooeeding further, may I acikmowledge the invaluable help of members
_ of this Divialon? Dr. E. Waldo E. Schear, of Westerville, Ohic, gave me access
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to his records of the vital statistica (genealogical) which cover Nancy's children,
John Weible, Frederiok Weible, William Weible mnd Elizabeth Weible Intermill. These
records are based on "notes™ made by his omn mother, Lydia Jane Weible Schear, who, |
like her grandmother, NANCY, had keen family pride. To these records furnished by :
Dr. Schear, Mrs. Urban Lambert of Alexandria, Virginia, and her brother, Frank 4,

A factual History of Tuscarawas County, Ohio, published in 1884 seems based cn
the records of the County Court House. It says that, before 1812, there came from
Weatern Pennsylvania a group of five picneers who took up land in the Tuscarewas
Valley and its branches (this inciudes Crooked Run). These men were John Wible
(the spelling used in the History), David Thomas, Joseph Schrook, et al., Now,
whether this John Wible (Weible) were the father, or the brother of Jascb, husband
of Nency Metzger, 1s not now kmown. But, at any rate, Jacob and Nancy followed him
into the Valley as early as I817, and settled on land along Crooked Run, five miles
south of Dover and New Philadelphia, each of which were, then, rivals to bscome the
County Seat.

This homestead of Nancy end Jacob, delightfully located in the rich Crocksd Run
Valley, has remained in the FAMILY for 130 yeera, and on the 28th day of August 194%
